1339 APOLOGIES

1340 DECLARATION OF INTERESTS
Councillors were asked to disclose any interests on matters to be considered at this meeting and reminded to update changes in their interests within 28 days. No interests were declared.
1341.  MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING 
Resolved: The minutes of the Parish Meeting held on 7th January 2022, being previously circulated, were agreed and signed by the Chairman.   
1342.  PUBLIC PARTICIPATION
Standing Orders were suspended to allow guests to speak 
The clerk had received no public requests to join the meeting. 
1343. Road Safety 
Road safety is a serious concern to the Parish Council especially with the amount of housing development along the A6 and the consequent increase in traffic. However, Lancashire County Council will not acknowledge there is an accident black spot as there only records of 14 accidents in the last 10 years, many of which have been further south of the A6/A586 junction.
Changes to the A6/A586 junction have been agreed but they are dependent on the S106 money from the new developments. The Council asked the Clerk to write to Cllr. Shaun Turner asking him to confirm the timetable for the different stages of the improvements and to confirm if there was in fact a drawn up plan for traffic lights at the junction.  If a plan exists the Parish Council would like to have sight of it.
It was reported that there is now a new ‘slow down’ sign near the school which is in addition to the existing 20 mph flashing light sign warning of a school ahead.  This new sign has a camera attached to it.  It was therefore felt that it was unlikely that the Council’s request for a Speed Indicator Sign on The Avenue would be permitted.  The Council agreed to ask the Clerk to write to LCC to request that the SPID sign now be put at the western end of the village.  The Clerk was also asked to ask for the purpose of the camera on top of the new Slow Down sign.
The Council acknowledges the contribution Linda Seed has made to raising the road safety issues in Kirkland
1344. Pension Scheme / Towers and Gornall
The Parish Council agreed once the pension issues have been resolved with Lancashire County Council and Kirkland Parish Council have exited the scheme it would look to dispense with the services of Towers and Gornall.
1345.Planning Applications  None received
21/01117/FUL Proposed change of use and alterations to form 3 no. dwellings with associated car parking and landscaping 
The Parish Council are concerned about the length of time being taken to approve the planning permission which is causing prolonged disturbance in the village. They asked the Clerk to write to Planning case officer Mrs Charlotte Parkinson to find out why a smell and odours survey had been asked for on such a small development and was causing further delay to the redevelopment of the pub building. 
1346.  The Clerk had created new posters and information to help recruiting additional Parish Councillors.
To qualify for election as a Parish Councillor, and to hold this position, an applicant must be:
a British, Irish or qualifying Commonwealth citizen, or a citizen of any other member state of the European Union and on the relevant day (the day of nomination or election) have reached 18 years of age or over. They must also meet at least one of these four qualifications:
· on the relevant day and thereafter they continue to be on the electoral register for the Parish
· during the whole of the twelve months before that day, they have owned or tenanted land or premises in the parish
· during the whole of the twelve months before that day their principal or only place of work has been in the parish
· during the whole of the twelve months before that day, they have lived in the parish or within 4.8km (3 miles) of the parish boundary.
The positions are therefore open to anybody locally with an interest in Kirkland Parish.
1347. Trees
It was discussed and resolved to purchase two trees:   a Beech and a Cooper Beech from Barton Grange to replace the fallen trees in the Avenue. The Clerk was asked to write to Barton Grange to see if it could be sponsored as part of The Queen’s Green Canopy (QGC) which is a unique tree planting initiative created to mark Her Majesty’s Platinum Jubilee in 2022.
1348.  Community Day
The Parish Councillors and the Clerk will attend the Community Open Day 19th March 2022 and look forward to this village event.
